Se resuelve que la 76* Convencion General pida al Presidente y al Congreso que trabajen hacia
un cambio sistemdtico en la politica de inmigracién de los Estados Unidos que, como minimo,
harfa lo siguiente: imponer una moratoria en la construccioén de nuevas cercas fisicas y virtuales,
previa demostracion de su economia; hacer hincapié en la ejecucién de la ley en el trabajo en
lugar de las fronteras; revisar los expedientes de contratacion de los empleados en lugar de llevar
a cabo redadas en el lugar del trabajo que sélo castigan al trabajador y a sus familias mientras
que los empleadores se escapan de las multas; legalizar a 1a mayoria de los inmigrantes
indocumentados que ya estdn aqui con pocas restricciones sobre elegibilidad (p. ej., antecedentes
penales seria una restriccion razonable); arreglar el sistema juridico de inmigracidn; facilitar mdas
oportunidades de entrada legitima para nuevos inmigrantes por medio de visas temporales con
trayectoria asegurada para permanencia y aumento en las visas de residente permanente; exentar
a los mexicanos de algunos limites de visa para reducir los atrasos y vigorizar los incentivos para
la inmigracion legitima; crear alternativas a la inmigracién por medio de proyectos de desarrollo

EXPLANATION:

Extensive research suggests that it is time to take a hard, searching look at what the United States is accomplishing
with its costly border enforcement build-up since 1993. This policy has failed to keep would-be unauthorized
migrants out of the country. The probability of being apprehended on any given trip across the border has been
rising, but nearly all migrants succeed in entering on their second or third try. Do border controls discourage
potential migrants from trying their luck at crossing the border? Yes, for some, but only in tandem with the current
economic crisis in the United States. Lack of work in the United States is causing potential migrants to postpone
their border-crossing, not border enforcement, nor interior enforcement. This means that as soon as there is a
sustained United States economic recovery, the flow of unauthorized migrants will quickly rebound, as it has after
every recession in recent decades. Migrants will come illegally if the United States does not make it possible for
them to come legally.Current United States immigration policy has serious consequences including: sharply
increased migrant deaths at the border (more than 5,000 fatalities detected since 1995); prosperous people-
smugglers, who are often immoral; forced permanent relocation of entire families to the United States as the only
way to avoid lengthy separation.Interviews with thousands of Mexican migrants and potential migrants to the United
States since 2005 suggest that a reallocation of immigration enforcement resources from border enforcement to
employer investigation and sanctioning would be more cost-effective as well as more humane, but creating
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alternatives to migration in migrant-exporting communities in Mexico would have the strongest and most abiding
impact on unauthorized flow. At present, there is no realistic alternative to migration for many Mexicans, especially
rural dwellers who want to lift themselves and their families out of poverty.
