igualmente-tante-a-hembres-comeo-a-mujeres a todas las personas independientemente de su raza,
color de la piel, origen étnico, origen nacional, sexo, estado civil, orientacién sexual,
discapacidad, identidad de género, expresion de género o edad, salvo que se disponga lo
contrario en estos Canones. No se establece aqui ningln derecho a licenciatura, ordenacion ni
eleccion.

EXPLANATION:

In 2003, General Convention consented to the election of V. Gene Robinson, a homosexual man
living in a committed same-sex relationship, as Bishop of New Hampshire.In 2004, the Lambeth
Commission on Communion issued "The Windsor Report” which, in part, called for "the
Episcopal Church (USA) be invited to effect a moratorium on the election and consent to the
consecration of any candidate to the episcopate who is living in a same gender union...."In 20086,
General Convention, seeking to provide an opportunity to permit the conversation to continue
throughout the Anglican Communion, adopted resolution B033 which states, in part "Resolved,
That this Convention therefore call upon Standing Committees and bishops with jurisdiction to
exercise restraint by not consenting to the consecration of any candidate to the episcopate whose
manner of life presents a challenge to the wider church and will lead to further strains on
communion.”
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
