EXPLANATION:

The Five Anglican Marks of Mission were developed by the Anglican Consultative Council between 1984 and 1990.
They have won wide acceptance among Anglicans, and have given parishes and dioceses around the world a
practical and memorable "checklist" for mission activities. The Anglican Consultative Council has recognized the
proclamation of God's Reign as the key mark of mission, which underlies all other mission of the church, because it
is based on Jesus' summary of his own mission (Matthew 4:17, Mark 1:14-15, Luke 4:18, Luke 7:22; cf. John 3:14-
17). For more information see "The Five Marks of Mission," published by the Anglican Consultative Council,
Anglican Communion Office website (attached).The Five Marks stress the doing of mission. Faithful action is the
measure of our response to Christ (cf. Matthew 25:31-46; James 2:14-26). However, the challenge facing us is not
just to do mission but to be a people of mission. The purpose of this resolution is to allow every dimension of
church life to be shaped and directed by our identity as a sign, foretaste and instrument of God's reign in Christ. We
recognize that all mission is done in a particular setting - the context. So, although there is a fundamental unity to
the good news, it is shaped by the great diversity of places, times and cultures in which we live, proclaim and
embody it. We recognize that there are many ways to adapt the five marks of mission to local and cultural contexts,
and we encourage this adaptation as an essentially Anglican way of following Christ.
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
