Peshawar, que hace frontera con Afganistan; y asimismo

Se resuelve que la Iglesia Episcopal facilite la visita a los Estados Unidos de uno o mas
representantes de la Iglesia de Pakistdn para que hablen a los estadounidenses sobre la situacion
en Pakistan y lo que los cristianos en Estados Unidos pueden hacer para ayudar; y asimismo

Se resuelve que la 76* Convencién General de la Iglesia Episcopal pida a las partes contenciosas
a buscar una resolucién pacifica de las dificultades en Pakistdn; y asimismo

Se resuelve, que la 76* Convencion General de la Iglesia Episcopal pida a la comunidad
internacional que proporcione comida, ropa, refugio y atencién médica a los pakistanis que
hayan huido de su hogar, incluso a quienes se consideran refugiados en su propio pais; debido a
las luchas constantes; y asimismo

Se resuelve que la 76* Convencion General de la Iglesia Episcopal pida al gobierno de Estados
Unidos que cese de usar aeronaves y misiles pilotados a distancia para atacar objetivos dentro del
territorio de Pakistan; y asimismo

Se resuelve que los miembros de la iglesia y la Oficina de Relaciones Gubernamentales
comuniquen la posicion de la Iglesia Episcopal sobre este asunto al Presidente y a los Miembros
del Congreso y que aboguen por la aprobacion de legislatura federal congruente con esta
resolucion; y asimismo

Se resuelve que la Convencién General solicite al Comité Permanente Conjunto sobre Programa,
Presupuesto y Finanzas que considere una asignacion presupuestaria de dos mil ddlares ($2.000)
para la implementacion de esta resolucion.

EXPLANATION:

Ongoing fighting between the Pakistani armed forces, conservative Muslim militias and Taliban forces have caused
more than three million Pakistani people to flee their homes. Most have taken refuge in huge camps within the
territory of Pakistan. This is the largest civilian exodus since the genocide in Rwanda, and the largest mass
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migration in southern Asia since the partition of India 60 years ago.Most international assistance for refugees is
focused on people who are displaced from one country to another. The people who fall through the cracks are those
who are displaced in their own country. The people in the camps need increasing amounts of food, water, shelter
and medical care.The Church of Pakistan is a united church which is part of the Anglican Communion and a
member church of the World Methodist Council. It was established in 1970 with a union of Anglicans, Scottish
Presbyterians (Church of Scotland), Methodists, and Lutherans. Most of its 800,000 members are Anglicans. The
Church is laboring under difficult conditions, and its members and leadership are frequently victims of persecution.
Compounding the problem is that the United States has been bombing targets within Pakistan using pilotless drones
and Hellfire missiles. Since August 2008, nearly 50 strikes have killed at least 450 people, both militants and
civilians. On the deadliest day, June 24, 2009, more than 60 people died when a drone struck a funeral party. The
government of Pakistan has condemned the drone and missile attacks, and has stated that the U.S. is violating
international law.
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
