Where will worship services take place at the General Convention in 2012?

For the first time since General Convention has provided corporate worship (1991), it will not take place in an exhibit hall in the convention center (or, as in 1994, in an adjoining arena).  In 2012, daily Holy Eucharist will be celebrated in the ballroom of a convention hotel, the J.W. Marriott, which is connected to the Convention Center by a skyway.  
Why has this change been made for 2012?

Moving worship out of the Convention Center saved the rental of an exhibit hall that was used only for services and rehearsals.  The reduced budget for General Convention, adopted by the Convention in Anaheim, dictated the change.

Will the ballroom in which worship takes place be available for use by other groups?

The Joint Standing Committee on Planning & Arrangements has approved use of the ballroom by other groups affiliated with The Episcopal Church, if they agree to retain or restore the original room configuration, and pay a fee for use of the space.  That fee will help to cover the cost for general use of the space, as well as additional services specifically needed for the applying group’s use (e.g., janitorial services, sound and light technicians).  Applications for use of the ballroom should be sent to Lori Ionnitiu, General Convention Manager, in the General Convention Office.
