
Election Process 

1) You will receive an email from the General Convention Office when a ballot opens, which will 
include detailed instructions, including the number of seats you are voting on, the candidate 
profiles and support contact information. 

2) At approximately the same time, you will receive an email from ElectionBuddy with the subject 
line “Vote now: The Episcopal Church – Joint Nominating Committee Election…” once the 
election has opened. 

a. In this email for there will a link (see below). Click on this link or copy/paste it into your 
browser. Note you can also go to https://secure.electionbuddy.com/ballot and enter in 
your voter access key ( 16-digit code listed at the bottom of the page). 

b. IMPORTANT: Do not share this email with anyone. This email and its link are unique to 
you and can only be used once. Email us at gc.support@episcopalchurch.org if you 
cannot find your email. 
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c. You will be brought to the attached page. Deputies will be asked to select a maximum of 
5 Lay Candidates and 5 Clergy Candidates. Bishops will be asked to select exactly 5 
Bishop Candidates. You select candidates by clicking on the checkbox to the right of 
their name. 

  

 

d. When you are done making your selections, scroll down to the bottom of the page and 
click “Verify your selection”. 

 

  



e. If you receive the error message “Please select at most 5 candidates” it means you 
selected too many candidates. Check or uncheck candidates, as needed, so that you 
have at most 5 selected. When complete, click on the “Verify your selection” button 
again. 

 

 

f. You will be asked to confirm your choices. If you wish to make any changes, click “Edit 
ballot”. If the ballot selections are correct, click “Submit ballot”.
