The Thomas Merton Center is located in the library on the campus of 
Bellarmine University. Close to the convention center downtown is a historical 
marker detailing a famous revelatory experience of which Merton wrote at 
what was the corner of 4th and Walnut (currently 4th and Muhamad Ali, now 
known as Merton Square).
